	Rental Subsidy points should not be limited to just RAD program rental subsidie. These should extend to existing HAP contracts as well as HAP and RAD are indistinguishable in form. Otherwise, the distinction seems arbitrary.

	Definition of Elderly should be adressed. There are various definitions of "Elderly" in affordable housing, and while the IRS uses one specific definition, HUD has several definitions that control based on the type of contract on the property. Will AHFA defer to the controlling HUD definition in moments of conflict?
